This works not only for digits 1-9, but
also the #, *, and A, B, C, keys too.

For voice, try telephone 540-852-3289. Fax is available at the same number. If you get the answering machine, simply
press your START key on your fax machine, and wait for the machine to switch over to Fax receive mode.
