OBJECTIVES:  To acquaint the students with the basic principles of microeconomics so that they may better understand the world around them.  Topics covered will include the law of supply and demand, the theory of monopoly versus competition, the role of government in the economy, the determinants of the distribution of income, the theory of international trade, and comparative economic systems.

TEXT:  Principles of Microeconomics, Sixth Edition, Karl E. Case and Ray C. Fair, Prentice-Hall, also Study Guide..

GRADE:  The grade will be determined by four exams and three papers.  The first three exams will be each worth 100 points and the comprehensive final will be 200 points.  Each paper will consist of a summary and an analysis of an article on economics from a newspaper, magazine, or an academic journal and must be at least one page long.  At least one must come from the web and at least one from a hard copy source.  At least one must deal with an international topic.  There is no upper limit on the points per paper.  Papers are due by the last lecture period, April 25, but students are strongly encouraged to turn them in sooner.  Class attendance not required but is expected.

If you must be absent for an exam you must contact me or the Economics Program office prior to the exam. Regular classroom attendance is expected.
